Jesus is coming to take us home individually or collectively.
That's a fact. Another fact is that it could be this year, so let's
be ready to board that train each and every day of our lives.

Karen Hugh, a writer for The Dominion, Wellington, New
Zealand's daily newspaper, was the erst person to interview
Dylan at length after his experience with Jesus. In MayPastor Richard
1980, Dylan talked with her in a disarming way about his
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sense of God’s call. “I guess [Jesus has] always been calling

me,” he said. “But God’s got His own timing and purpose
for everything. He knew when | would respond to His call.’

Dylan: “I told you ‘The Times They Are A-Changin,” and
they did. | said the answer was ‘Blowing’ in the Wind,” and
it was. I'm telling you now that Jesus is coming back, and he
is. And there is no other way of salvation. There’s only ong
way to believe, there’s only one Way, the Truth, and the Life.
It took a long time to egure that out before it did come to me,
and | hope it doesnt take you that long.”

Dylan: “I hate to keep beating people over the head with
Bible, but that's the only instrument | know, the only thing
that stays true.”

In September 1995, John Dolen, a journalist for Fort Lau
derdale’s_Sun-Sentinel, asked Dylan how he felt about cef
tain lyrics from “Precious Angel,” a song from [the album]

Slow Train Coming (“You talk about Buddha/You talk abouf
Muhammad/But you never said a word about the One who
came to die for us instead”). “Just writing a song like that
probably emancipated me from other kinds of illusions,” Dy-
lan said. “l cant say that | would disagree with that line.
