Guatemala Mission Project

The last week of July, Trinity’s Guatemala Mission Team will be serving the people of Guatemala.  In ad-

dition to home construction, we will be providing a VBS program for many hundreds of children.  While 

everyone at Trinity can not make the trip, everyone at Trinity can be a part of this mission project.  The 

Guatemala Team will carry 40 second suitcases containing materials to aid the poor in Guatemala.  Fol-

lowing the tropical storm, earthquake, and volcanic eruption in Guatemala, these items will be in even 

more demand. We will be collecting the following items at Trinity from Sunday, July 11th through Sun-

day, July 18th and will pack everything on the afternoon of July 18th.

Shoes - Shoes are in great demand.  Many in Guatemala have never had a pair of shoes.  In Guatemala, 

primary needs are women’s sizes – “up to 8 ½” and men’s sizes – “up to 9 ½”.  Children’s shoes will be 

a priority as they are a requirement for children to attend school.  Due to the rainy season, ! ip ! ops, open 

toed, and high heels are not practical.  So, we are asking for gently used, closed toed shoes.

Clothes - We will also be packing clothing in the second suitcases.  On average, people in Guatemala 

are smaller of stature (sizes needed are up to men’s and women’s medium).  Children’s sizes are a 

priority.  Although closer to the equator, Guatemala has a spring-like climate year round and a con-

servative culture.  Hence, “hot summer” and “cold winter” clothes are not needed. So, we need any 

gently used temperate clothes that are taking up space in your closets.

Suitcases - Old suitcases that can be left in Guatemala are welcomed to serve as second suitcases for team 

members.  The suitcases left behind will make good storage space in Guatemala.

Household Items - Some plastic household items will be taken for the families for whom we are building 

houses.  We will be building 10 houses for those families most in need in the community.  So, we are 

requesting 10 sets of household items (plastic plates, plastic glasses, plastic nested serving bowls, etc.)  

If you wish to make a nominal purchase to meet these needs, a sign up sheet is available on a table next 

to the welcome table near the chapel.  These will not be a signi" cant investment ranging from about $5 

to $20.  So if you wish, you can commit to providing several items.  The sign up sheet helps us keep a 

balance of household items rather than too many of one and none of another.

Ponchos - We also will take as many durable ponchos (approximately $8) as we can collect.  With the 

rainy season, anything to keep people dry is a valued commodity.

It is my understanding that the feeding center resulting from the church expansion funded by Trinity will 

be operational and serving a couple hundred meals a week by the time our team arrives in Guatemala.  

Most important of all, please be in prayer for this mission project, for the team, and for the many lives 

that will be touched in Guatemala.
