Guatemala, the Blessing

People who go on a mission trip are often surprised that 
they have received the greater blessing.  Most start out 
to be a blessing to someone else and fi nd that they can’t 
out bless God. Ask anyone who has been on a mission 
trip who receives the greater blessing.  

The Guatemala mission team is already half fi lled.  Until March 1st, 
Trinity members get priority, but on March 1st the trip will be open for 
non-Trinity members on a fi rst come fi rst served basis.  What is going 
to cause you to miss the blessing?  If it is time, this is the shortest dura-
tion mission trip Trinity has ever taken.  If it is fl ying, this is the shortest 
fl ights of any Trinity mission trip.  If it is money, there are sponsorships 
available.  For an adult member of Trinity receiving a sponsorship, the 
total cost other than some spending money will be around $600.  This 
includes the required mission insurance.  The total cost without spon-
sorship will be about $1,150 including insurance.  The $200 deposit 
for the trip should be turned in ASAP.  We have to turn in deposits by 
March 15.  These deposits are fully refundable until April 15.  So, are 
you going to miss the blessing?
